SCRIP:  What is SCRIP?  The term "Scrip" is used to 
describe certificates that the school purchases at 
a discount and sells at face value for a profit.  
The discount ranges from 2% up to 25%. The Scrip 
certificates are actually store gift certificates 
and cost you nothing extra to buy. The scrip is 
used at the store in place of cash, checks or 
credit cards.  We are selling SCRIP in the school 
lobby every MWF from 7:45 – 8:30 a.m., so that 
you can buy your SCRIP before heading out to get 
gas or shop.  We now have a larger in-stock 
inventory, including gas cards, Lands’ End, Pizza 
Hut, Dunkin Donuts, and more.  Please consider 
supporting the school through this easy program – 
there is no out of pocket cost to you.   
SCRIP orders (sent to school via the green 
envelopes) are due Mondays by 3:30 p.m.
